INTERNET USAGE POLICY





Policy


The Internet is to be used for access to and distribution of information that is in direct support of the business of the Longbeach Place Inc.





Accountability


All users of the Longbeach Place Inc Internet will conform to this policy.  Each unit manager will determine those individuals to be granted Internet access.  Each unit manager or co-ordinator is responsible for Internet usage policies specific to their staff and/or students.  Longbeach Place Inc. reserves the right to monitor and restrict activity to the Internet over the network.  It is the responsibility of each unit manager to enforce this policy.  Violations may result in disciplinary proceedings, including termination of employment.

Description





Acceptable Uses:


access to and distribution of information that is in direct support of the business of the Longbeach Place Inc.


provide and simplify communications with other departments/staff and with the external agencies as determined by business needs


communication of information related to professional development or to maintain currency on topics of organisational interest


announcement of new laws, rules or regulations 


applying for or administering grants or contracts for Longbeach Place Inc. programs


encourage collaborative projects and sharing of resources 


use by students as part of their learning requirements





Unacceptable Uses:


use for other than official business or student learning requirements 


use for any purposes which violate a Australian Law, or for any illegal purpose or any use inconsistent with accepted community standards


use for purpose not directly related to the mission or intent of Longbeach Place Inc. such as for private business and student use


political lobbying


access to or distribution of indecent or obscene materials


access to or distribution of computer games


uses that interrupt or disrupt other network users, services or equipment


violation of the privacy of other users and their data  


no intentional copy is to be made of any software, electronic file, program or data without a prior, good faith determination that such copying is permissible.  Any efforts to obtain permission should be documented


users intentionally representing themselves electronically as other users 


intentionally developing programs designed to harass other users or to infiltrate a computer or computing system and/or damage or alter the software components of same 


fund raising or public relations activities not specifically related to Longbeach Place Inc. activities
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
